News around our church complex: 
¶ The new roofing system installation began during the last week of June.  It is a foam roof overlay over the 
Berberian Hall, classroom wing, office building and garage. This project has been fully funded by special 
donations from our parishioners and friends.  Thank you for your response for this important project. 

¶ Immediately after the completion of the new roof, the solar electric system installation will begin.  It will consist 
of some 300 solar panels installed over the flat areas of our roofs that will generate electricity to operate our 
entire complex.  This project is being financed as authorized by our last Parish Assembly. 

¶ We will be gathering bids to paint all the exterior doors and stucco around the complex.  This is for all the 
buildings except the sanctuary.  Itôs been over 20 years since the exterior doors have been repainted.   The stucco 
areas around the buildings are badly stained from the roof leaks and have never been painted.  We are not sure if 
we will be able to do this project out of our operating budget until we find out the extent of the cost. 

 

Our second major fundraiser, the Annual Grape Blessing Picnic, will be held on Sunday, August 13, on the grounds 
of the California Armenian Home.  The Divine Liturgy will be celebrated there followed by the blessing of the 
grapes and an afternoon of food, fellowship dancing and fun.  You should find more information about the picnic in 
this issue of the Dajar.  Jeff Markarian has graciously agreed to chair this event again this year.
